Class A/B Operator Training Reminder

Dear Tank Owner/Operator:

August 2010 marks a halfway point in the two-year timeframe to complete the required Underground Storage Tank (UST) Operator Training. Keep in mind; each facility must have at least one individual trained as a Class A/B operator by August 8, 2011.  Following the deadline, facilities that have not complied with the operator training requirements of the South Carolina Underground Storage Tank Regulation, 61-92, Part 280.35 will receive a notice of alleged violation (NOAV). If the NOAV is not resolved, the facility will be subject to delivery prohibition, meaning it will be unlawful for the facility to receive any deliveries of fuel. 

Training Sources:  The Department will accept Class A/B UST Operator Training from individuals who successfully complete one of the following:

· S.C. Department of Health and Environmental Control’s online operator training course; or

· Operator training courses conducted by other states with prior approval from DHEC; or

· Operator training courses conducted by UST owners and operators with prior approval from DHEC; or

· Operator training courses conducted by third-party providers with prior approval from DHEC; or

· A national testing or accreditation agency that certifies that an operator successfully completed a state or national UST operator exam. 

The online training program developed by DHEC is free of charge.  You may access the training by going to www.scdhec.gov/ust and clicking on OPERATOR TRAINING.  Next, you should click on UST ONLINE OPERATOR TRAINING.  Fill in all information, creating your own user name and password and then continue with the training.
