New Watershed Water Quality Assessment Documents

SCDHEC’s Watersheds Program has recently published new Watershed Water Quality Assessment Documents for two of South Carolina’s major River Basins.  Both the Saluda and Edisto Basins documents have been updated and are available in hard copy or web based format.  These documents contain a water quality assessment, a list of monitoring station locations, permitted discharges, and other location specific information for each sub-watershed at the 10 digit hydrologic unit scale.  A map is provided for each section that allows the reader to see the geographic layout of the various water quality related features and facilities.  
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The document contains tables of trend and summary data for each water quality station sampled by the Agency.  

The introductory materials for each document provide a concise but comprehensive overview of each element in SCDHEC’s Clean Water Act Implementation Program.
