Once you receive a recycling roll cart, it
belongs to you. Please note that the roll cart
can ONLY be used for recycling.

The roll cart has a 10-year warranty. If

it becomes damaged due to a material
defect or workmanship, the roll cart can be
repaired or replaced at no charge. There is
a $75 fee for a replacement roll cart for any
other reason.

If you have a problem with your cart, contact
the City of Simpsonville’s Public Works
Department at 864-967-9531 for repairs or
warranty information.
