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Dear Ms. Thompson:

[ am greatly disappointed to learn from your letter of 17 September that a draft PSD air
permit has been issued relevant to the proposed Santee Cooper Pee Dee power plant
project. As you know, [ am one ot many who feel that way.

[ am shocked that at a time when coal-fired power is being increasingly looked at with a
skeptical eye -- as we stand on the brink of what [ predict will be landmark changes in
public opinion against such polluting industries, and concomitant sweeping legal shifts to
retool extant coal-smoke spewing power plants -- here in SC we are actually considering
allowing a new plant to be built. But I reckon I should not be surprised, given our state’s
track record. Not only are air quality issues key here, but also other public satety matters
such as more mercury in our waterways.

The DHEC s role in these type matters seems sadly to me to be one of facilitating
industry’s wishes while presenting a fagade of protecting the environment and the state’s
citizens. I do not think that DHEC lives up to its motto of “Promoting and Protecting the
Health of the Public and the Environment,” and moreover, it is not even making a “good
show” of doing so. Perhaps a better motto might be “Killing the goose that lays our
golden eggs, in the pursuit of maximum short term profits for corporations.” | realize
that Santee-Cooper is not a corporation in the strictest sense of the word; it garners the
benefits of being a quasi-corporation and also part of state government, but with none of
the restrictions, it doesn’t seem, of either.

I regret that the tone of this letter is harsh, and certainly do not aim it at you personally; I
send it to you only because you sent me the recent letter. 1 sympathize and empathize
with the responsibility that rests on your and other DHEC staff’s shoulders in these
matters, i y’all’s hands are be tied by policy, board mandates and such. I realize that
perhaps some DHEC staff themselves do not like the idea of such a project.

Please enter my objections to this project in the official records. And again, | am sorry to
send to you such a negative missive, but the subject demands no less.
