I am somewhat confused about the purpose of this hearing. After the previous hearing on the draft PSD
permit (in July, I think) I read a news release from DHEC that said that Santee Cooper had met all the
requirements for the draft permit, so DHEC had no choice but to issue it.

Is that the case now ? And is this hearing being held just because the regulations require it ?
Or is DHEC genuinely interested in how this proposed plant would affect air quality in this region ?

If DHEC is not primarily interested in complying with the letter of the regulations, but is genuinely
interested in how this proposed plant would affect air quality of the region, then in my opinion you
would evaluate all sources of air pollution from the construction and operation of this proposed plant.
This would necessarily include pollution from mobile sources (coal dust, diesel fumes, etc.) and would
include Carbon Dioxide, as well as the other pollutants listed in the regulations. And this would mean
that DHEC would consider the level of pollutants already in the soil and water, as well as in the air,
since one effect of air pollution is deposits of pollutants onto water and land.

In summary, [ submit that DHEC's over-riding mission - protecting the health of S.C.'s citizens and the
health of S.C.'s environment - requires you to do more than look at whether the applicant meets the
minimum requirements of narrow regulations.

I also submit that, while the legislation governing DHEC mentions economic development, that is not
DHEC's primary mission. The overwhelming amount of testimony at the 8 November hearing had to
do with job creation, job security, attractiveness of S.C. to industries which use large amounts of
electricity (and want it cheap), etc. I am sure that it impresses the DHEC Staff and Board when CEOs
and others of an important industry threaten to move out of S.C. if this proposed plant is not built right
away; and when elected officials plead pitifully for a few jobs and higher land values; and when praise
is heaped upon Santee Cooper for their many good works.

But the DHEC Staff and Commissioner and Board should remain focused on the issues at hand: what

would be the effect on regional air quality if this plant were built and operated as proposed ? and what
would be resulting effect on the health of the people and the environment of South Carolina ?

DHECA's draft air permit does not require Santee Cooper to use the
cleanest technology available at the Pee Dee plant, as required under the
Clean Air Act. in fact, DHECA's proposed permit would allow emissions of
over 8 million tons of carbon dioxide, nearly 6000 tons per year of
soot-forming sulfur dioxide, 3500 tons of smog-forming nitrogen oxides,
and 900 tons of deadly particle poltution for each year of its 50-year
lifespan.

Why would the DHEC Bureau of Air Quality issue a draft air permit without
consulting with the Department of Health on the impacts this plant will
have on human health?

Santee Cooper has applied to build a massive new coal plant on the banks
of the Great Pee Dee River using a dirty, old-style technology that does
not allow for capture of carbon dioxide, and emits a variety of other
dangerous pollutants. If built, this power plant can be expected to

operate for more than 50 years. It will contribute to global warming, smog
and soot pollution, and mercury pollution in our rivers and coastal waters.

The Department of Health says we shouldnA't eat the fish, while the Bureau
of Air Quality issues a permit that will contaminate the fish in our
rivers even more.
