Breast Exam by Healthcare Provider
 Every 3 years: Ages 20-39
« Yearly: Age 40 and Older

Mammogram
« Yearly: Age 40 and older

Breast Self Exam
o If you choose to do breast self exams ask
your provider what you need to know

Cervical Health

o Start 3 years after sexual activity begins but
not later than age 21

« How often to have Pap test depends on
your age and past test results

o Ask your healthcare provider what schedule
is right for you
