
This permit authorizes construction ofprivate water supply wells in accordance
with the construction standards and other conditions set lorth in parts I through V
hereof. This permit is issued in accordance with the provisions of the State safe
Drinking Water Act (Section 44-55-20 et seq.), pollution Control Act (S.C. Code
Sections 48-l-10 et seq.,1976), and in accordance with the provisions of the
Individual Residential Well and Irrigation Well Regulations 61-44.

A. Permit Area. The permit covers all areas of South Carolina.

B. Eligibility. The permit authorizes construction of individual residential wells and irrigation
rvells per R.6l-44.

C Limitations on Coverage. This permitdoes not authorize the construction ofany public water
supply wells or individual residential or irrigation wells in areas where construction is prohibited
by other regulation or local ordinance or law.

D. Authorization. Construction of individual residential wells or irrigation wells becomes
authorized under this permit upon compretion ofthe Notice ofrntent (NO[) process and
submission of fees to the Department in accordance with part II.

Part II. NOTI E OF INTENT REOUIRE ENTS

A. NotificationProcess.

step /. The Notice oflntent (1r{or) rnay be submitted by the owner, agent, or we dri[er. The
NOI is considered complete when a signed Nol with the necessary information and a check for
the associated fee has been received by the Department (or faxed per part II.c). Upon receipt of a
completed NoI, the Department shall accomprish its review and have either the approval, review
comments, or denial transmitted to the applicant within 4g hours. The 4g hour peiiod is
calculated from the time and date ofreceipt ofthe Nol excluding weekends ani legal state
holidays. Ifnotice is not given to the applicant by the end ofthe 4g hour period,

'lrep 2. The well driller shallalso give the Department 48 hours prior notice of well installation
with the exact date, time, and location of well installation. This notice can be concurrent with
the Nol review period. This notice may also be made via a phone call or fax to the local District
Environmental Quality Control (EQC) office.

Contents of Notice of Intent. A Nor form provided by the Department must be submitted to
the Department with true and accurate information neceisary for determining the location of, and
proper construction of, individual residential wells, replacement wells, and irrigation wells.
This information shall include, but rnay not be limjted to:

l) owner name, address, and telephone number;
2) street address, including county, of the property on which the well is to be installed;
3) ifthe proposed well is a new well or replacement well;
4) if the proposed well is an irrigation well or individual residential well;
5) signature and date ofapplicant; and, ifavaitable:
6) name and license number ofthe licensed well driller constructing the wellt
7) proposed date of installation; and,
8) proposed well location.

Ifany information provided on the NOI changes at the time of well construction. the well driller
must contact the Department and provide the correct information.



The Department shall deny coverage under the general permit when the proposed well would violate
Regulation 61-71, well Standards, the Pollurion control Act, Section 4g-t-i0 e! seq.,the Safe Drinking
Water Act. Section 44-55-10 er seq., 1976 S.C, Code ofLaws, or licensing requirements established by
the S.C. Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation.

c. where to Submit the Notice of Intent. A check for the permit application fee shall be
submitted with the Nol for individual residential wells a.d irrigation wells. NoIs and
associated payment are submitted to tlte Department at the following address:

Part ll I. CONSTR UCTION STANDA DS AND OUALIFICATIONS

Construction. All individual residential wells and irrigation wells shall be constructed and
abandoned in accordance with R.6l-44 "lndividual Residentiat well and Irrigation well
Permitting" and R.6l-71 "Well Standards."

Part IV. STANDARD PERMIT CONDITION

Nols may also be faxed to the Department to receive coverage under the general permit per part
Il A and B. Should a Nol form be faxed, a copy of the check shall also be faxed with rh; Nol.
The check and original signed Nol must be received by the Department within 5 business days
of receipt of the faxed NOI.

B Qualifications. Individual residential wells and irrigation wells shall be constructed or
abandoned by rvell drillers who are licensed for such purposes by the S.C. Department of Labor,
Licensing, and Regulation. The licensing required by the subsection does not apply to owners
constructing or abandoning wells on their own property for their own personal use only.

A. Duty to Comply

The well driller shall comply with all conditions of this permit. Any permit non-
compliance constitutes a violation of the S.C. Pollution Control Act and S.C. Safe
Drinking Water Act and is grounds for enforcemenl action, for permit termination,
revocation and reissuance, or modification.

B. Penalties for Violation of Permit Conditions

Any person who violates a term or condition contained within this permit is subject to
the action defined by the S.C. Pollution Control Act and/or S.C. Safe Drinking Water
Act.

Nothing in this permit shall be construed to relieve the well driller from civil or criminal
penalties for non-compliance.

2 The well driller hired by the owner shall comply with all applicable regulations and
statutes including, but not limited ro, the "Well Standards" R.6l -71 and..lndividual
Residential Well and Irrigation Well Permitting" R.61-44.

requirements under other environmental statutes or regulations.

Inspection and Entry. The owner shall allow the Department to enter upon the owner,s
premises where an individual residential well or inigaiion welr is to be installed, or is installed,
under conditions ofthe permit.

Part V. DEF ONS

Thedefinition ofany word or phrase emproyed in this general permit shall be the same as given in thewell Standards, R.6l-71, pollu-tion control Act, 4g-l-r0 et seq., and the Safe Drinking iut". A.t,
Section 44-55-10 et seq.,1976 S.c. Code ofLaws. words or ihrases which are not defined in the Acts
or Regulations are defined as. follows:

l' _ Agent- a person acting on behalfofan owner, subject to the control ofthe owner, who acts in
such a manner as to affect the legal relationships ofthe owner with third parties.

2' ceneral Permit - a permit for the construction of individual residential wells or irrigation wells
issued under R.6l-44 authorizing a category of well construction activities within the statel

Human Consumption - water used for drinking, bathing, cooking, dishwashing and maintaining
oral hygiene, or other similar uses.

4. Individual Residential welr - a potable water welr intended to produce water for human
consumption at a single residence or family.

5' Irrigation well - a we[ intended to produce water for uses other than human consumption, toinclude, but not be limited to, lawn and landscape watering and agricultural uses.

6. Owner - a property owner where the well is to be constructed.

7' Replacement werl - a we being constructed to take the place ofan existing individual
residential well or irrigation well that is being taken out of service.

Residence - regal residence; the permanent, fixed prace ofabode which a person intends to be hisresidence and to which he intends to return.

9 well driller - an individuar, corporation, partnership, association, political subdivision, or pubric
agency ofthis State who is licensed with the s.c. oepanment ofLabor, Licensing, ,na Regutation ro.constructing wells and is in immediate supervision oi and responsibre for, rhe coistruction]
development,_drilling, testing, maintenance, repair, oi abandonment ofany weI as defineJ Ly R.6l-44.This term shall include owners constructing or abandoning wels on their;wn p.op"rty ro. t("i. o*npersonal use only, except that such o*n"., u." not requirei to be Iicensed uy tt
