Request for nominations to the Residential Care Committee
The Department is seeking nominations for individuals willing to serve on the Residential Care Committee.  This committee serves an advisory role providing the department with input on issues pertaining to Community Residential Care Facilities (CRCF).  SC Code of Laws Section 44-7-370 states:
“The South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control shall establish a Residential Care Committee to advise the Department regarding licensing and inspection of community residential care facilities. The committee consists of the Long Term Care Ombudsman, three operators of homes with ten beds or less, four operators of homes with eleven beds or more, and three members to represent the department appointed by the commissioner for terms of four years.”

All nominees must be licensed CRCF administrators in South Carolina and actively serving as the administrator of a CRCF.  Initially, the committee will meet several times to establish committee guidelines and at least annually thereafter.  Members will serve without compensation.  Terms are 4 years, but to ensure continuity, initial terms will be 2 or 4 years. 

Nominations are being sought from stakeholders throughout the state.  If you wish to nominate an individual, please provide the department with supporting documentation, including contact information, for the nominee and ensure that the nominee is willing to serve on the committee for at least 4 years.  If you have previously submitted a nomination, please resubmit the individual’s name with the supporting documentation.  The department anticipates the first committee meeting will be held in March 2011.
