The South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control may modify the Title V Operating Permit through the minor permit modification process described in S. C. Regulation 61-62.70.7(e). The owner or operator must apply for a minor permit modification in writing by submitting this form.
This form may be used to request several minor permit modifications at the same time. The information provided in this form will describe the types of minor permit modifications being requested, provide the reasons for modification, identify the Title V Operating Permit Applications Forms that needed updating, and identify construction permits that are to be incorporated into the Title V Operating Permit.

The minor permit modification procedure is used for public noticed synthetic minor construction permits that establish "applicable requirements" to be incorporated into a Title V Permit. The minor permit modification procedure can not be used to incorporate PSD and other Title I modifications.

Modification to install new emissions units of like kind to units in the current permit. The new emission units will use the same testing, monitoring, record keeping and reporting requirements to demonstrate compliance with applicable standards.
