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Introduction

	The following information is provided for use by surveyors in locating the SCDHEC - OCRM jurisdictional oceanfront baseline, both in the field and on plats.  This package of information for Folly Beach is different than other, similar reports for other islands and beaches in the state, because SCDHEC - OCRM’s jurisdiction is different on Folly Beach.  For all other areas in the state there are two jurisdictional lines, the baseline and the 40-year setback line, and they are revised every 8-10 years.  On Folly Beach, however, there is only one line – the baseline, which was established in April 1994 and has not changed since then.  There is no 40-year setback line on Folly Beach, not even the minimum 20-foot setback line.

	Section 48-39-330 of the Beachfront Management Act reads as follows:

Thirty days after the initial adoption by the Department of setback lines, a contract of sale or transfer of real property located in whole or in part seaward of the setback line or the jurisdictional line must contain a disclosure statement that the property is or may be affected by the setback line, baseline, and the seaward corners of all habitable structures referenced to the South Carolina State Plane Coordinate System (N.A.D.-1983) and include the local erosion rate most recently made available by the Department for that particular standard zone or inlet zone as applicable.  Language reasonably calculated to call attention to the existence of baselines, setback lines, jurisdictional lines, and the seaward corners of all habitable structures and the erosion rate complies with this section.  The provisions of this section are regulatory in nature and do not affect the legality of an instrument violating the provisions.

As a result, surveyors have been called upon to transfer the SCDHEC - OCRM baseline to individual plats and to locate the line in the field.  SCDHEC - OCRM has undertaken several steps to facilitate this task, as described below.

[bookmark: x_OLE_LINK1]Digitized Jurisdictional Lines

     Following the 2008 jurisdictional line review, SCDHEC - OCRM digitized the location of the baseline and setback line for all islands where such lines have been established. The digital line coordinates are South Carolina State Plane NAD 83 (1986), international feet.  Baseline line coordinates for Folly Beach are given in an Excel spreadsheet. The naming system for the spreadsheet and DWG file for all beaches includes the name and year the line was set (e.g ‘FB_BaselineLine.xlsx’ and ‘FB_BaselineLine.dwg’).

View Jurisdictional Lines

The baseline and setback lines are viewable through SCDHEC - OCRM's Beachfront Jurisdiction web application located at: http://gis.dhec.sc.gov/shoreline/. There are several basemap options within this application, including imagery, streets, and topography.

Beach Survey Monuments

	In 1987, SCDHEC - OCRM installed a network of beach survey monuments along most of South Carolina’s shoreline.  Over time, additional monuments have been added to the network to replace ones that have been destroyed.  In general, the replacement monument is along the same shore-perpendicular line as the original monument but farther landward.  Replacement monuments are stamped with the next letter in the series (e.g. 4220 replaced by 4220A and then 4220B). In 2013, SCDHEC - OCRM and the South Carolina Geodetic Survey undertook a project to inventory all coastal monuments, set new control, remove redundant control, and verify or establish new coordinates for each of the beachfront monuments. This project was completed in October 2015. New monuments added during this project were stamped ‘E’ (e.g. 1220E). As of 2015, all SCDHEC - OCRM coastal monuments are located horizontally in the South Carolina State Plane Coordinate System NAD 83 (2011) international feet, and are vertically referenced to NAVD88 survey feet.  Description sheets are available for each monument, which are grouped by beach.  For example, description sheets for all monuments on Folly Beach are listed in the PDF file named “Folly Beach 2015 Monuments”.

Local Erosion Rates

	SCDHEC - OCRM has conducted studies of the long-term erosion rates at all survey monument locations.  These rates must be listed on individual plats.  For Folly Beach the erosion rates were updated in May 2010.  The revised long-term erosion rates for all survey monuments, given in feet per year, are as follows:

Plat Review Requirements

	In order to receive a permit from SCDHEC - OCRM for many activities seaward of the baseline, the applicant must submit a plat in state plane coordinates with specific information shown on it.  The following is a list of the required information:

1. Monuments used to reference the survey.
2. Line coordinates used to establish the baseline.
3. Coordinates of the property corners.
4. Coordinates of the corners of any habitable structures on the property.
5. Distance between the seaward structure corners and the baseline.
6. Footprint of all structures on the property.
7. Location of the crest and trough of the primary oceanfront sand dune.
8. Local erosion rate.
